Fellowship (FSCP) shall be awarded to those
persons who in the opinion of the Council of the
Society merit such recognition due to their
outstanding contribution to the theory and/or
practice of coaching psychology, and/or to the
Society, or who are otherwise considered suitable.
Fellowships are at the invitation of the Council. If a
Fellow is an Accredited or Certified Coaching
Psychologist, then they are entitled to use the
initials FSCP Accred.

FSCP or FSCP Accred Status

This level of membership also requires:
1. Evidence of Professional Indemnity Insurance.
2. Evidence of activities undertaken to demonstrate
a total of 40 hours of annual continued
professional development (CPD) or education
(CPE) during the last two-year period. Of which,
30 hours is specifically related to coaching
psychology and the remaining 10 hours is MSCP Accred Status
general psychology CPD/CPE.
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
